She held a golden cup in 
her hand, filled with abominable things and the filth of her 
adulteries. 
  In 2 Timothy 4:1-4, Godõs Word states that His 
church (itõs Pastors) is to speak the truth when it is desired 
to be heard and when it isnõt; because in the last days, 
many churches will have betrayed Christ and the Word of 
God...1In the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who will 
judge the living and the dead, and in view of his appearing 
and his kingdom, I give you this charge: 2Preach the Word; 
be prepared in season and out of season; correct, rebuke 
and encourageñwith great patience and careful instruc-

tion. 3For the time will come when men will not put up with 
sound doctrine. Instead, to suit their own desires, they will 
gather around them a great number of teachers to say 
what their itching ears want to hear. 4They will turn their 
ears away from the truth and turn aside to myths. 
 The word of God clearly states that homosexuality 
is directly related to rejecting God and His Word...18The 
wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the 
godlessness and wickedness of men who suppress the 
truth by their wickedness, 19since what may be known 
about God is plain to them, because God has made it plain 
to them. 20For since the creation of the world God's invisi-
ble qualitiesñhis eternal power and divine natureñhave 
been clearly seen, being understood from what has been 
made, so that men are without excuse.  
 21For although they knew God, they neither glorified him 
as God nor gave thanks to him, but their thinking became 
futile and their foolish hearts were darkened. 22Although 
they claimed to be wise, they became fools.  
    24Therefore God gave them over in the sinful desires of 
their hearts to sexual impurity for the degrading of their 
bodies with one another. 25They exchanged the truth of 
God for a lie, and worshiped and served created things 
rather than the Creatorñwho is forever praised. Amen.  
    26Because of this, God gave them over to shameful 
lusts. Even their women exchanged natural relations for 
unnatural ones. 27In the same way the men also aban-
doned natural relations with women and were inflamed 
with lust for one another. Men committed indecent acts 
with other men, and received in themselves the due pen-
alty for their perversion.  
     28Furthermore, since they did not think it worthwhile to 
retain the knowledge of God, he gave them over to a de-
praved mind, to do what ought not to be done. 
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
