It 

is my hope and prayer that the Holy Spirit will come 

again and again like a rushing wind, blowing through our 

congregations and continuing to empower our witness 

for the Living Jesus Christ in the world!  

 Enclosed you will find a statement for the close 

of the first quarter of the new fiscal year.  Let me say a 

huge THANK YOU to all the congregations who have so 

faithfully and regularly supported the programs and min-

istries of the Florida-Georgia District.  Despite the eco-

nomic crisis all around us, in general, the Florida-

Georgia District is doing well.  Several congregations 

have stepped up their support, and even some who had 

not been supporting the District have partnered with us.  

For that we are genuinely grateful since together we 

make so many ministries possible!  In this quarter we 

have received congregation support aggregating 

$598,000 for the three months ended April 30, 2010 

vs. budget of $605,000 resulting in a shortfall of only 

$7,000 or 1%.  This is tremendous! Unrestricted reve-

nues exceeded expenditures by $135,000 for the three 

months ended April 30, 2010 and by $27,000 for the 

month of April 2010.  This is all good news, however, 

there is still more to be done. 

 The current Florida-Georgia District budget is 

based on last year actual income, and Iõm told that 

when you compare the actual year to date congregation 

support for 2010 versus 2009, we are slightly behind 

last year's actual by $30,000.  In light of the financial 

struggles so many congregations are experiencing, we 

are grateful for your stewardship, trust and partnership, 

and we praise God for His faithfulness in all things!  May 

we together continue to òFix our eyes on Jesus!ó  

 Again, thank you for the ministry you continue to 

do in the communities God has placed you that continu-

ally reaches so many with the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  As 

St. Paul reminded the Philippian Church, òAnd my God 

will supply every need of yours according to His riches in 

glory in Christ Jesus.ò  (Phil.4:19 ESV)  May God fill us 

each with hope and joy during these summer months 

ahead, trusting His provision and promise as we move 

forward in faith.
